The article is an identification of the advantages and disadvantages of teaching communi-
cation in English during a pandemic time. The work proposes the most productive methods of
teaching communication in a distance format.The topic under consideration will be of interest to
specialists in the field of teaching foreign languages.
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The year 2020 made significant adjustments not only to the life of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, but also to Humanity as a whole. The pandemic destroyed the existing stereotypes, which
seemed unshakable for centuries, made changes in all spheres of life, including education, upbrin-
ging, family life. In just a few days, teachers from all over the world switched to distance learning,
millions of students began to receive education remotely, parents became teachers, friends, and
mentors of their children. As a result of the pandemic, a need arose for new methods of teaching
and education, alternative solutions to teach students how to adapt to a changing environment.

In consequence of pandemic, it became necessary to provide students with a set of basic
competencies, life guidelines, which will not only be the result of education and upbringing, but
will also become a source of their further development. At the state level, an order was issued by
the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated April 8, 2020 No. 135
«On additional measures to ensure the quality of education during the transition of the educational
process to distance educational technologies», the state program «Digital Kazakhstan» was adjus-
ted; since 2021, the Values-Based Education project has been implemented in all schools. Instruc-
tional and methodological writing in the education section offers various forms of distance work.

Butmy pedagogical practice at school 2 showed that distance learning has both advantages
and disadvantages. Let's consider the communication training. 1.Benefits of distance learning are as
following from our point of view:

1.1. Using the mass media (print, radio, television, news applications and websites) as an
additional tool for the formation of communication skills in English lessons is an effective and very
productive strategy of Foreign language teaching and learning process [1].

1.2. Motivating high school students to master communication skills through learning a
(living) foreign language (vocabulary, grammar, cultural features, traditions) by means of modern
popular social networks such as: Instagram, VK, Facebook ,Twitter and Tik Tok.

1.3. Self-correction of the phonetic side of a foreign language (listening to radio and
podcasts)that is the main aim of every teacher.

1.4. Independent use of the global communication space, overcoming borders and distances.

1.5. Independent access to high-tech, effective educational and electronic manuals.

1.6. The right to choose a teacher from a huge number of Internet resources, the most
convenient and comfortable for him/her (we mean the self education in this point).

1.7. Training is individual, which eliminates the need for tutoring that .in some cases allows to
develop an independenceand self-confidence.

1.8. The possibilities of the Internet in the selection of bright, colourful demonstration
material, the use of video and audio content, which contributes not only to retaining attention, but
also to the development of imaginative thinking. Thus, it contributes into the creation of critical
thinking.

1.9. The possibility for shy students to overcome their shyness and take an active part in the
lessons online.

Online practice at secondary school gives me the right to talk about the shortcomings in
teaching communication in the context of distance learning. That's why, we singled out the
following drawbacks we aimed within FLTL. 2.Shortcomings are:

2.1. In an online lesson, it is difficult to involve all students in a general discussion, even to
organize a dialogue. Actually 15-20% of them presented at the lesson participate in the discussion.

2.2. The lack of real practice and the ability of most teachers to form online learning, a lot of
teachers do not distinguish between distance and e-learning.

2.3. The complexity of organizing team work, which is necessary for active education.
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2.4. Due to the lack of distance learning experience and elementary illiteracy of the teachers
and some students, a lot of time has to be spent on the technical organization of the lesson. Today,
the volume of material is constantly decreasing and the quality of the online lesson is also getting
lower than that of a conventional lesson.

2.5. From distance learning, inclusive children, especially hyperactive children, practically fly
out.

2.6. Monosyllabic answers of students. Difficulties in the formation of a coherent monologue
of the student.

2.7. The prevalence of primitive text. For example: "Airplane — speed, comfort, reliability."

2.8. There is no guarantee of independent fulfillment / solution of educational tasks and tasks.
In this case we can speak about the academic dishonesty

2.9. Obviously, a special web-platform is required to manage the distance learning process
[2].

Summing up, we can draw the following conclusion: being able to communicate effectively is
the most important of all life skills. But communication is simply the act of transferring information
from one place to another, whether this is vocally (using voice), written (using printed or digital
media such as books, magazines, websites or emails), visually (using logos, maps, charts or graphs)
or non-verbally (using body language, gestures and the tone and pitch of voice) [3, c.
