Predicting Hurricanes and Protecting People!

What's the difference between a hurricane watch and a hurricane warning? During a
hurricane watch, there is the possibility that a hurricane will make landfall within 36 hours,
and people are advised to prepare for a possible storm ahead. When a hurricane warning is
issued, a hurricane is definitely on the way, and will make landfall within 24 hours. The Na-
tional Hurricane Center, located in Miami, Florida issues watches and warnings before
hurricanes approach the coastline. They use computers with satellite images to figure out
where and when a hurricane will come on shore. Sometimes, if a hurricane is strong enough,
officials may require citizens to evacuate, or leave their homes, and travel to a safer place.
Can you imagine flying a plane through a hurricane? If you're a hurricane hunter, it's your
job! Hurricane Hunters, who work for the Air Force Reserve, fly airplanes called WC-130's
on weather missions to help the National Hurricane Center make predictions about hurricanes,
and gives them the information needed to issue accurate warnings. Pilots determine how fast
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the winds are blowing, how big the hurricane is, and which direction it's moving. This helps
people to be better prepared for hurricanes as they approach shore.

Categories of Hurricanes

There are five categories of hurricanes, which are based on wind speeds. The categories
help to make people aware of how much damage a hurricane may cause because the greater
the wind speed, the more dangerous the storm.

Category 1 — Winds 74 — 95 mph Winds snap branches, uproot trees, and overturn mo-
bile homes that aren't secured to the ground.

Category 2 — Winds 96 — 110 mph Winds are strong enough to destroy weak doors and
windows, and create 8-foot ocean waves.

Category 3 — Winds 111 — 130 mph. Intense winds cause major flooding near the coast,
which can destroy homes and businesses.

Category 4 — Winds 131 — 155 mph Winds are strong enough to destroy some buildings.
Causes heavy damages to building roofs.

Category 5 — Winds greater than 155 mph Buildings along the shorelines are washed
away. Buildings can be completely destroyed. (345 words)

The given diagrams describe the information about the reading habits of adolescents in
Kazakhstan.

It turned out that children prefer to learn different things in a variety of ways.

From the first graph, we learn that the genre «biography» is the least loved. These
genres can be put into one group: Series, Sci-fi and Comics, because that is preferred by the
6-8 of all the students. The following group includes Mystery, Fiction, and Romance. These
genres are chosen by 11 to 15 respondents. The leaders are «Fantasy» and «Adventure» with
22 and 23 votes, respectively.

The following graph shows information about where teens prefer to read. 90% prefer to
stay at home in a comfortable environment. The remaining 10% is students who read while
commuting (3%) or prefer to read in the park (7%).

The final diagram gives us an idea of the media used by teens. The most popular of all
the media are printed books, the next stand e-books, and the less favourite are websites,
magazines and audiobooks. Audiobooks turned out to be the least used ways of recognizing
information; only 3% listen to them.

To conclude, the most favourite way is to read adventures from a paper book at home,
and the least loved one is to listen to biographies while travelling.
