Any linguistic description may have a practical or theoretical purpose. A practical
description is aimed at providing the student with a manual of practical mastery of the cor-
responding part of language (within the limits determined by various factors of educational
destination and scientific possibilities).

As for theoretical linguistic descriptions, they pursue analytical aims and therefore present
the studied parts of language in relative isolation, so as to gain insights into their inner structure
and expose the intrinsic mechanisms of their functioning. Hence, the aim of theoretical grammar
of a language is to present a theoretical description of its grammatical system, i.e. to
scientifically analyze and define its grammatical categories and study the mechanisms of
grammatical formation of utterances out of words in the process of speech making.
